As one of Florida’s half a million commercial drivers, you are in a unique position to make a difference and
actively stand against traffickers who seek to exploit our transportation system for their personal gain by serving
as the eyes and ears of our highways.

The Florida Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles and Florida Attorney General Ashley Moody
stand committed in the fight to end trafficking in Florida by partnering with Truckers Against Trafficking (TAT)
to share resources on how to spot and report a potential trafficking victim, and provide an opportunity for every
commercial driver in Florida to become a certified TAT-trained driver.
